
Home Ownership 
Oregon has one of the lowest home ownership rates in the nation at 62%, only 
five states have lower rates.

Home Sales	
Existing Oregon home sales fell ten percent between 2008 and 2010.   

Home Prices
In Oregon, home prices have declined and values are down 28% since 2007.  

Building Permits
Building permits are currently at 3,006 year to date, a 6% decrease from 2010.  

Property Taxes
Oregonians pay an average property tax of $2,200 per year, the 15th highest in 
the nation.   

Property Tax Burden
Relative to household income, the burden of a property tax is equivalent to an 
additional 3.6% income tax targeting property owners in Oregon.  

Capital Gains Tax
Oregon has (along with Hawaii), the highest top marginal tax rate on capital 
gains in the nation. 

Foreclosure/Short Sales
Currently, Oregon is one of nine states nationwide where distressed  
properties make up 33% of home sales.  

Impact of Real Estate Transfer Tax
At 2% (the national average), a real estate transfer tax would add approximately 
$3,800 dollars to a real estate transaction in Oregon, at the median sales price.
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
